Did the pianist Lang Lang intentionally insult the US when he played at the White House or was he instead making a statement about freedom of speech?

How can the tools of linguistic anthropology help us to better understand public controversies about the semiotic production of President Obama (e.g. the "fist bump", "brushing the dirt off")?
