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Canada: The Immigrant Experience


Canada is sometimes described as a 'nation of immigrants'. While this description does not include indigenous peoples, everyone else can trace their presence in Canada to an immigrant arrival, whether centuries or days ago. This course traces that history from the mid-16th century to the present, by looking at policies, practices, and attitudes related to immigrants, as well as the experience of newcomers themselves. 
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Course assignments are geared towards developing research, writing, and thinking skills. You will transcribe interviews for the Multicultural History Society of Ontario; research and write about your own family immigrant story; read and reflect on an immigrant novel or memoir. There is a final exam but no mid-term.
