Participants:

All participants must be UW students or UW employees and all participants must take the course associated with the trip (FINE 293 or FINE 393). People have expressed a lot of interest in the trip so those taking the course will have priority. There are no pre-requisites on the course.
Insurance:
Medical insurance: All participants must have extended medical insurance. If you are a UW student and have paid full-time fees, you have appropriate medical insurance for this trip, unless you have opted out. Extended medical insurance can be purchased through our travel agent.
Recommendation re: trip cancellation insurance: It is strongly recommended that participants purchase trip cancellation insurance. Forms for such insurance will be sent to prospective participants, and must be completed (and fees paid) at the time of first payment. The $500 non-refundable deposit is not covered by the cancellation insurance.
Insurance can be purchased through the travel agent.  The insurance costs are in addition to the cost of the trip. The insurance can be added either to the 1st or 2nd instalment.

Courses:
Students can receive course credit in Fine Arts as either FINE 293 (0.5) or FINE 393 (0.5): Fine Arts Abroad.
The course will consist of several pre-departure classes, the trip itself, and the assignments. There will be no classes scheduled after our return in February. The pre-departure classes will be scheduled (either once or twice a week) and will consist of lectures on the visual culture of London and Britain, historical and contemporary. Some of the time will also be devoted to logistics: about what to bring; sorting out roommates; getting to the airport, etc. The pre-departure classes will be the same for students enrolled in either of the courses.
Fine Arts: Students will enrol either in FINE 293 or FINE 393 depending upon their academic level. Assignments will consist of brief research reports completed before departure, responses to those reports done on site, and an elaborate journal submitted upon return to Waterloo. Details to follow in January, 2015.
This is a FINE course and can be recognized as either a studio or art history course.
Please note: students enrolled full-time in Winter 2015 (i.e. already taking at least three courses) will not have to pay additional tuition fees for this course. If you wish to take this as your sixth course you must have a 75% overall average.

Further details:
A note on touring: Based upon past experience, we know that it is very hard, and often impossible (legal issues) for us to lecture on site. It is also difficult to guide 30-40 people through the streets of a city. Consequently, we have devised a plan whereby students will be informed of where the instructors will be each morning and each afternoon, and it is expected that the students will meet up with the instructors at various sites several times throughout the trip. This way the instructor can do mini, unobtrusive tours or be on hand to answer questions. We have used this format very successfully in the past. (The time in class before we depart is thus critical preparation, both academically and logistically, for the trip.) Students can accompany the instructor to a site, although we encourage students to find places on their own. This way, students have a much better understanding of the city. We will also be having breakfast together so students can confer with instructors at that point. The instructors can also be contacted at their hotel rooms.
A note on rooms: the rate is based on double- occupancy. If you would like a single room, there will be a surcharge.
