Aboriginal
Aboriginal Connections
Links to over 2,000 mainly Canadian Aboriginal sites, including arts, culture, business, treaties, education, literature, events, history, media and law.

Assembly of First Nations (AFN) /Assemblée des Premières Nations
Represents 633 First Nations communities in Canada, through a council of elected chiefs.

Inuit Tapirisat
Represent the Inuit in Canada. Site has info about Inuit heritage, arctic environmental contaminants, as well as plans for a sustainable future.

Pauktuutit - Inuit Women’s Organization
Represents Inuit women in Canada. Currently active in the following issues: establishing an Inuit-specific HIV/AIDS network, the development of an Inuit-specific counselling program for abusive men, child sexual abuse recovery programs and safety plans for women in violent situations; producing a video by and for Inuit on fetal alcohol syndrome; tobacco reduction; resources for healing from the residential school system; working for national and international legal protections required for the amouti (tradition Inuit woman’s parka) as an example of individual and collective property. Site is in English and Inuktitut.

Congress of Aboriginal Peoples
Represents off-reserve and Métis peoples, who are not able to the elect chiefs who form the AFN. As much of this constituency is urban, deals with some different issues than the AFN, for example urban Aboriginal housing, and federal/provincial jurisdictional issues.
