Over the past several years, there has been increasing critical attention paid to the problem of the voice in theatre and performance studies. The voice, traditionally conceived as a stable site of authenticity and identity, is currently being re-imagined as an object or medium that is itself a site of contestation. Modern Drama invites essays that focus specifically on the voice. It is especially interested in essays that theorize and historicize new ways of approaching voice production and reception. Possible questions include, but are not limited to, the following: How are voices represented in modern drama? What roles do technologies of sound reproduction and dissemination play in the politics of performance? Is the voice granted a unique identity? If not, what disrupts its uniqueness? How does the voice resist representation and interpretation? Does it exist only in performance, or in the text? Can one separate them? How does drama explore the ontological and political problems of voice and silence? Is audibility necessarily a guarantee of agency or freedom? And finally, how does the voice offer provocative alternatives to how the relationship of performer to audience can be theorized?  

Essays should range in length from 6,000 to 9,000 words (excluding Notes and Works cited) should include all appropriate documentation, and should follow the current edition of the MLA Style Manual, 5th Ed. Please submit articles by diskette plus three hard copies, or by email attachment. Neither diskette nor hard copies will be returned. Submissions, including Notes and Works Cited, should be double spaced. Submissions considered for publication will be blind vetted by two readers in the field; please include your name on a top sheet only.
