Applications are to include the following:  

· a letter of application providing a detailed explanation of your qualifications and experience in teaching the course(s)  for which you are applying.    

· a current curriculum vitae highlighting relevant current professional experience, as well as relevant scholarly and/or creative activity   

· a brief statement of teaching philosophy (maximum one page)

· three current letters of reference from academic sources for applicants who have not taught in the School 

· Note:  Reference letters must be dated within the last 12 months

While candidates normally are assessed based upon qualifications, in some cases the Collective Agreement requires that a position be awarded to a "preferred applicant".  According to Article 54:06(b) a "preferred applicant" is one that has taught the same or similar courses, six (6) or more times as a Sessional Instructor at the University who is not employed in a full-time capacity outside the bargaining unit, and who has a demonstrated record of successful teaching.  
The University of Windsor is committed to employment equity and welcomes applications from Aboriginal Peoples, persons with disabilities and members of visible minorities.  Applications from women are particularly encouraged.
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
