Good morning everybody. Thank you for being here today and thank you for your ongoing financial support for Prostate Cancer Research and Awareness.

My name is Michael Wilson and I am Prostate Cancer Survivor. I am from your local Prostate Cancer Canada Network. Our mission is to provide Awareness, Information, Education and Support for men and their families in Waterloo and Wellington regions. 

Prostate Cancer is the most common cancer to affect Canadian men. During their lifetime one in eight men will be diagnosed with Prostate Cancer. That means 80 of you gathered here today have or will get Prostate Cancer. 

In Waterloo-Wellington Prostate Cancer kills 8 men every month, some as young as 50 years old! And since I spoke to you last year another 96 men have died in this Region!

Prostate Cancer has no symptoms until it moves into a more advanced stage. So getting a simple blood test and a brief examination by your doctor is essential to an early diagnosis. Prostate Cancer Canada recommends that you have an initial screening examination in your 40s. So Please Talk to your Doctor and get tested!
